A relic’s passage 
 
Following a Christian practice dating back to the catacombs, a part of St. Damien, a bone from his foot, 
will be given to the Catholics of Hawaii for custody and veneration. 
 
Pope Benedict XVI will present the relic to Bishop Larry Silva during the Belgian missionary’s 
canonization on Oct. 11 in Rome. From there it will cross the Atlantic, pause in a few cities in North 
America and continue to Hawaii for a tour of the islands, a visit to Iolani Palace and a final stop in the 
Cathedral of Our Lady of Peace in Honolulu.
